• 3-4 persons in each team

• Each team member must be enrolled to 
University, live in Finland, and be under 
35 years old

• Competition language is English

Advantage (but not necessary) if team 
members have previous Knowledge of basic 
Project Management concepts and ICB4

How to participate?
1. University/UAS decides to participate to PMC (teacher does this) and informs students that they can 
enroll. Students can also request permission from teacher proactively. 

• Entry is free for PRY member schools. Entry fee for non-member organisations is 800€ (+ VAT)

• Number of teams for the qualification round is unlimited, and the responsible teacher gets a free ticket to PM 
Days (Projektipäivät 2026) 

• Young Crew will send the enrolling link for schools (teachers) AND post about it in social media (LinkedIn, 
Instagram and Facebook) when the link is available

2. The initial qualification at the school's own pace between 26.1.-15.3.2026
• Each team will enroll themselves through the enrolling link (one person does this)
• The test is taken as a team (the entire team participates)
• Multiple choice test online, based in ICB4 (project Management –part of it) & basic Project Management 

knowledge (ICB4 will be provided for teams in PDF – this document is provided by YC to be distributed for 
students)

3. Nationally the six best teams qualify for the national final. National finals dates:

• Part 1will be held online on 9th April.
• Part 2 will be held on-site in Helsinki on 24th April. 
• Both part 1 and 2 are mandatory for teams competing in the finals.

4. International finals in Athens, Greece June 13th – 14th 2026 final

• 2-3 days trip, flight tickets and hotel covered by IPMA Young Crew.
